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CHARLIE KIRK HAS BEEN
ASSASSINATED. With one shot through
the neck — brutally marring his aorta and
windpipe — around 12:10pm Mountain
Daylight Time, it took 150 minutes for the
COVID-19 (“China Virus”') disinformer to
finally kick the bucket.

It
is Charlie Kirk who said that the Civil
Rights Act of 1964 was a mistake,® called
George Floyd a “scumbag,”” and blamed
affirmative action as to why he couldn’t
make it into West Point after dropping out
of community college.® It is Charlie Kirk
who once said that, should his imaginary’
10-year-old daughter be raped and
impregnated, he would require her to
carry it to term.™

He made his career for himself out of that
grief — an inability to be smart enough to
stick to it in college — and travelled the

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country debating college freshmen, who didn’t know
better than to land on the sticky lips of the flytrap, in an
attempt to change college campus culture, conservatively.
And, just as he had lived the last decade-and-a-half of
his life, he died: being a racist, transphobic, Trump-
loving White supremacist.

Feel sad for him if you want. I will not. I feel sad for the
thousands of people who died of COVID-19 (and still
are) because of his rhetoric. I feel sad for Chinese people
— and Asians on the whole, because racists — who had
to deal (and still do) with hatred because of Charlie’s
rhetoric. I feel sad for the twenty-one schoolchildren' of
Uvalde who died just like Charlie did, their bright red
blood gushing over school notebooks and backpacks
and friends — children’s ritual sacrifice necessary for
our Second Amendment, as Charlie said at a TPUSA
event the next year, a week after the 2023 Covenant
School' shooting : “I think it's worth to have a cost of,
unfortunately, some gun deaths every single year so that
we can have the Second Amendment to protect our
other God-given rights.””* I feel sad for the hundreds of
thousands of Palestinian children, most of them infants,
who have died just like Charlie did in a genocide
perpetuated by Israel that his rhetoric has excused and
normalized — the one that comes to mind is little five-
year-old Hind Rajab who was shot 335 times.'*

You cannot make me cry for Charlie Kirk. You cannot
make me pay condolences, or give sympathy — or even
empathy, which Charlie thought was “New Age”!® —
and I especially will not pray for this man to enter
Heaven. You are asking me to feel sorry that someone
killed a Nazi — I will not. I thought the message was
that a good Nazi is a dead Nazi.

But if you ask me “What are you worried about in
regards to Charlie Kirk’s assassination,” that has a vastly
different response than “Why aren’t you sorry that
Charlie Kirk was assassinated.” The worry is what it has
always been, and what was immediately proved after
his death: that Charlie Kirk would be martyred, that
political assassinations would now become normalized,
hell, validated, and that Trump would declare open
